BRIEF NOTE:

’

The Rural Development and Panchayat Raj Department Government of Karnataka

is implementing an Integrated Rural Water Supply and Environmental Sanitation Project
\

with World Bank Assistance. The Intercontinental Consultants and Technocrats Private
Limited are the Consultants for Construction Supervision and Material Quality Control for

Phase-II Schemes in Six districts of Northern part of Karnataka.

The Progress Report as per the prescribed formats of Engineer-in-Chief PHED are
herein enclosed along with formats as per Aid Memoir of World Bank Review Mission of

November 1998 communicated by EIC to the Consultants.

ACTIVITIES: Schemes so far awarded are for 145 Packages covering 424 villages
excluding dropped villages for non payment of required contribution by beneficiary
villages. Work in 12 villages is not yet started due to source not yet finalised. The list of
villages is furnished in this Progress Report. During the month 33 schemes have been
commissioned. A total of 107 schemes have been commissioned to end of December 1999.
During the month a total of 4 Schemes have handed over to VWSC. The up to date nos. of
schemes handed over so far are 26. In 66 villages physical work is completed however

s

energisation is awaited.

Review meeting with the Director PPMU:

The Director PPMU conducted a review meeting on 28-12-99 wherein the Engineer-
in-Chief PHED, the Superintending Engineers PHE Circles, the Executive Engineers

DPMU (WBP), District Managers ICT, Project Manager and other consultants attended.



The review by the Director focussed on the World Bank Review Mission November-

December 1999 Aide Memoire observation as indicated below:

(a) On handing over of schemes in a complete manner and observing its
performance for another two to three months by visiting these handed over
schemes and invoking construction liability defects clause of contractor for
rectification of defects noticed.

(b) Physical progress unsatisfactory

(c) Exit Policy 1" Visit and 2™ Visit has been elaborated by the World Bank Review
Mission for a joint inspection by all concerned.

(d) If the Disinfectant unit (DIU) is not energized or not functioning the schemes
cannot be taken as completed for handing over.

The Director PPMU later had a review meeting on energisation of schemes with the
KPTCL Officers. After observing contratory statements on the joint statement of Executive
Engineer DPMU and KPTCL Officers on the energisation of schemes. The Director
instructed that all the Executive Engineers should sign the joint statement of energisation
only after the Executive Engineers are convinced of the complete energisation by KPTCL.
The Director hinted that the next meeting will be held by 15" January and above subject

will be the main Agenda.

District Managers Meeting:

A meeting of all District Managers ICT (P) Ltd. was conducted by the Project
Manager on 28-12-99 after noon. The Project Manager r;tviewed the status position on the
pendency of obtaining approvals for extension of time for packages where the packages
could not be completed by the contractors as per the Agreemental period of commissioning
and needs extension of time as per the provision of contract agreement by competent

authority. The Engineer-in-Chief's letter No.3405 dt.4-10-99 in this regard was brought to

their knowledge.



The Project Manager further sought immediate action by the District Managers in
obtaining final bills, record drawings and getting up revised estimates as and when villages
are completed and not to allow this work to be kept pending till end and get it accumulated.
Once the AEs posts are reduced as per the completed schemes by the Government, the
\‘District Managers will face difficulty. As already instructed if the Contractors fail to
respond, these may be got attended by the concerned AEs and service charges claimed from
the Executive Engineer for deducting from the Contractor's Bill under intimation to the

Project Manager.

The Project Manager also directed the District Managers to submit and obtain
approvals for modifications from the Executive Engineer for all technical deviation as per
the prescribed World Bank format. They should not submit proposals in piece meal
manner. Modifications proposals in such Packages should be submitted in a complete
manner indicating financial implications for entire package to avoid delay in obtaining
approvals, these modifications work may be taken up with the contractor after approval

from the Executive Engineer.

The Project Manager also brought to the notice that the District Managers should
adhere to the physical completion programme prepared by them in consultation with the
Contractors and submitted to the Government and the Engineer-in-Chief PHED. The
Contractors should be committed to the programme. The Contractors should adhere to
this programme scrupulously and not changed fortnightly or monthly as it well have no
credibility. The District Managers should also take up proactive action with the Contractors
for completion of schemes as per the schedule. The Superintending Engineers may also be
persuaded to conduct management meetings for coercing the Contractors to keep the

schedule of physical completion.

Delay in implementation of schemes: (News Report

It is a matter of great resentment that the World Bank has communicated to the
Government of India, the delay in implementation of these World Bank aided Water
Supply Schemes in Karnataka as per News Paper reports on the discussions on state issues
in Lok Sabha in last session . This unhappy situation is entirely due to non performance of
these Contractors as per their own Agreemental commitment. The Consultants are taking
all possible efforts to motivate these Contractors. In order to bring this lethargic attitude to
their notice and its repercussion on the in coming World Bank Project, I have issued
Circular instructions to all District Managers to bring to their personal notice and
constantly reminding them the need to improve their performance. The details are

indicated in Annexure-IV.

Potability of drinking water

The presence of lead in drinking water beyond permissible limits which is highly
toxic substance is a health hazard. A write up on the deliberations of international
t

conference on lead poisoning held in Bangalore is appended at Annexure-V for information

and appraisal of all concerned.



Bottlenecks:

66 Schemes have been physically completed an(i awaiting energisation. There is no
immediate required action by KPTCL (KEB) to reduce the monthlly pending list to nil. This
has also been brought to the notice by the consultants to the Director PPMU vide
‘Consultants letter No. DO.NO.ICT/WB-KAR/PRM/TA-I/F-26/65/00-2000 dt. 30-12-1999.
This has to be taken at the top appropriate level at the Government. Further there are 8

villages where sources have to be established. In 5 villages OHT sites has to be handed over.

Early action from the Client is requested.

Slow Progress by the Contractors

The Contractors continue with the slow progress despite lot of inducement,
persuasion and motivation and finally levying liquidated damages. These particulars are
being regularly brought to the notice of the Client in the Progress Reports, for further
drastic action. The Clients department have to fake up timely action as per the conditions of
contract or terminate their contract in cases of most incorrigible contractors or otherwise

the completion of schemes will be delayed.

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Report submitted to the DirectorPPMU

A management meeting with the Contractors was conducted at Belgaum on 8-12-99
by the Additional Director (Technical) PPMU Bangalore and Engineer-in-Chief PHED
Bangalore. This was attended by the undersigned and the Superintendent Engineer PHE
Belgaum, and District Manager ICT Belgaum. The concerned contractors attended the

meeting.

The Contractors were called upon by the Additional Director (Technical) to streamline
the implementation work in Belgaum which is very much lagging behind and the exist
policy schedule could not be adhere to. These contractors brought to the notices that, there

has been a number of bottlenecks in the implementation of schemes as indicated below.

1. Approval for Revised designs of rising main and Pumping machinery are not yet
communicate for many schemes by the client department.

2. Approval is yet to be accorded for schemes where the contractual amount is likely to
enhance due to modifications etc.

3. Handing over of sites for OHT/Sump/Approach Bund/Approach Road.
4. Establishment of sources
S. Land Acquisition.

Unless the pending approvals are immediately accorded and communicated, sources are
established, sites handed over, the contractors have expressed their inability to go ahead

with these schemes and complete as per exit policy programme

I would therefore request that immediate action has to be taken by the concerned for
sorting out above issues so that the contractors may be prevailed upon to expedite works

without excuses and hindrances for implementation of exit policy programme.

A copy of above particulars is submitted herewith for issuing necessary directions in this

regard.

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Inspection notes issued by Sri. S.Ramadas Project
Manager ICT Bangqalore during Inspection of works on
10-12-1999 and 11-12-1999 in Gulbarga District.

10-12-99: The DM ICT Gulbarga and the Executive Engineer DPMU (WBP) accompanied

‘the Project Manager ICT Bangalore during inspection of works.

The Project Manger met the Executive Engineer DPMU and DPM in their office
and discussed regarding progress of Phase-II works. It was informed to complete all the on
going works by end of March’1999 positively as per exit plan. The contractors having slow
progress are to be expedited to speed up the works so as to complete them before March’99.
Executive Engineer is informed to conduct the management meeting with the contractors
immediately and get in writing on bond papers from them, the dates of commissioning of
each village in their packages and try to commission the schemes accordingly. This should
be watched regularly in every managément meetings. If contractors fail, stringent action
should be taken to levy the L.D clause Executive Engineer told that now all the OHT sites
are cleared and also sources have been established except Kondagalli, Tadkal, Halgadla &

Hongunta. The Executive Engineer is informed to establish balance sources immediately.

1. Name of Work : KIRWS Schemes to Village Hongunta in Chittapur Taluk under
Package GLB-19 of Phase-ll Works.

The OHT excavation for foundation is done up to 3 mtr depth. The excavated soil is
filled up clay. The bottom is soft one. The excavation for another 2 mtr more (total S mtr) or
until hard strata met with is to be done. If hard strata is not met with even after excavation

to a depth of 5 mtr, then pile foundation to be provided to the raft.

The S.B.C received in 8 mt/sqmt as against 15 mt/sqmr in ESR. The width of foundation to
be increased as per actual SBC met with and full raft to be provided. The staging of OHT
may be changed to 12 mtr from 10.5 mtr as the ground level of the OHT is 1 mtr lower then
the ESR as told by the DM ICT Gulbarga.

There is a provision of inﬁltra,tion well in the river bed and a R.C.C pump house. It was
examined in detail whether it is possible to make use of the existing Jack well and pump
house. The proposed Jack well depth is 10 mtr from the bed of the river. The bed of the

Jack well be about 4 mtr above the bed of the infiltration well. Hence it is proposed to pump

water directly from infiltration well. Instead of 2 Submersible pumps as per usual practice
(one stand by) 3 Submersible pumps (with 2 stand by) may be provided as there will be 8 to
10 mtr depth of water over infiltration well during rainy season for 3 months period. The
R.M from infiltration well to OHT may be provided G.I instead of PVC as it will be under
flood and ground is undulating and paved road is there instead of hume pipe pump house
small room may be constructed as per the suggestion of the contractor as hume pipe cannot

be transported to work site.

2. Name of Work: KIRWS Scheme to Village Bhagodi under Package GLB-23
under Phase-Il Works.

The proposed site for OHT is situated at about 2 k.m away from the village. The main
source is a shallow well in the river bed. The village is situated just on the bank of riverbed

near the shallow well. The shallow well is provided with centrifugal pump.

This pump will be stopped during rainy season, as the suction head is more than 8 mtr.
During 99 rainy season, the shall bore well is wash out and at present water is being
pumped directly to the mini water supply in the village. The existing R.M beyond village up
to existing OHT for a length of 1 k.m is damaged and stolen by the villagers. There are only
6 tanda houses are there near the proposed OHT site. The water for these tanda houses may
be provided by the existing hand pumps. Hence it is instructed to locate the OHT near the
village only by increasing the staging of OHT if required as per actual ground level. The
bore well sources may also be established near by village in consultation with geologist, so
that RM & DM each for a length of 2 km may be avoided. In this regard villagers are
contacted and have agreed to get the lands at higher levels near the village and resolution
will be sent with in a week after conducting village meeting. Executive Engineer is informed

to get the OHT site and establish the bore well sources immediately.

It is observed that, from the last two months the physical and financial progress is very
meager. As per the exit policy, for achieving physical targets, financial progress will have to be
in the order of about Rsl0 Crores per month, for all six districts put together whereas the
progress so far achieved for the last two months is about Rs.3.5 Crores per month in all districts
put together which is 1/3 of the anticipated progress. Position is the same in almost all the six
districts. This kind of progress definitely very poor achievement. 1 feel, at this rate it is not
possible to keep up the targeted progress and complete the project as per the Exit policy and the

project will not be completed before March 2000 as envisaged in the programme and in some

critical cases of SSR/SSI Schemes before June 2000.

If the project is continued to be progressed like tortoise low speed, the fixed time limit of
completion cannot be maintained. You are all very well aware further extension of time beyond
March 2000 for major schemes of the Project and in some extraordinary cases beyond June 2000
cannot be extended at all and the World Bank will not agree to extend the further extended time

again. Further, the follow-on project of Rs1500 Crores depends on the performance of these
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ongoing works and its completion as per scheduled time limit. If the Project is unnecessarily
delayed by the contractors, then the World Bank will definitely have rethinking on sanctioning of
the proposed follow-on Project to the state of Karnataka and the state may loose this good help

by the World Bank.

The full World Bank Team will be visiting the Karnataka State in the month of February
2000 to study the situation and status of progress of the ongoing project and thereby to assess the
capability of completing the ongoing project well within the scheduled programme. Further, if
the progress is unnecessarily hampered by the contractors, the contractors will be offering
adverse, scope to the visiting team to decide on the sanctioning the follow-on Project to
Karnataka. That means, if the progress of works and performance of the Contractors are really

good then the follow-on Project will be a good boon to the state or vice-versa.

This fact is being repeatedly brought to your knowledge by the undersigned from the last
6 months whenever I visit the Project districts and apprise the Contractors. Such being the case |
request you to motivate them to achieve good progress in a befitting manner with high standards

of quality of works.

Under the above circumstances, I request all the District Managers, AEs of ICT, District
Project Managers DPMU, Executive Engineer DPMU, AEEs & AEs of DPMU, Superintending
Engineers of PHE Circles to bestow their special attention in motivating the contractors to step
up the works so as to complete the Project well in time with high standard of quality of work so
that the follow-on Project could easily be sanctioned by the World Bank. In order to achieve this
it is suggested to pull up the contractors now and then and to have close watch on daily basis

and monitor the progress for completing the Project well in time.

Further, it is also requested that any bottlenecks encountered has to be solved

immediately by the concerned persons, either he may be a Consultant or the Client. If
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bottlenecks are still not solved it definitely affects the Project and cannot be prolonged for the

slackness of the persons responsible

If there are any contractors who failed to cope up with the work in spite of repeated
appeal and request it is suggested to issue final warning to them giving a time of 7 days for
improvement, if there is no improvement in their performance it is very much obligated to take
necessary action against them to terminate their contract forthwith and such of these contractors
names has to be sent to the EIC with adverse remarks to prevent them from having further
opportunity in getting fresh works. I request all of you to strive hard round the clock in the
coming crucial months and motivate the contractors now and then to complete the project both in
quality wise and quantity wise and see that all schemes are completed as per scheduled
programme. The matter may be treated as most important and urgent and there should not be any

slackness in any corner and at any point of time.

All the Contractors may please be advised suitably and motivate them to step up the

progress and complete all schemes well in time as per exit policy and as per terms of agreement.
